P02.20 Drug free Policy

It is and has always been the Policy of the Region 3 Rescue Squad and its officers and members to observe and promote a drug free environment. We strictly observe a “0” tolerance policy. At no time will any abuse of violation of this policy by a member of this Squad be tolerated. We in the Region 3 Rescue Squad promote a drug free atmosphere. Anytime a member of the Squad should be found on assignment or otherwise to be in or under the influence of illegal drugs they will be subject to immediate suspension and or further disciplinary action up to and including dismissal from the Squad. Anyone immediately suspended will be disciplined accordingly. Being a Unit of this Squad is to be in the Public View as well as the Patient Trust and as such it is the responsibility of the individual to project a good image of community citizenship and an air of Professionalism at all times. If a Unit should express that they feel they have a drug substance problem they will be immediately placed on medical leave and assistance in locating access to dependency program. It is also the policy of this Squad to help a unit find help and the subsequent treatment so as to return them to normal operating status within the Squad. 


If a unit is found in need of a Dependency program upon the return to the Squad than they will submit to a release of Medical info so the Chief or Operating officer can ascertain they are able to return to their duties. A written letter will also be necessary stating their ability to operate normal in the unit prior to their return. It is the Squads intent in cases of addiction is to be non-punitive only to  remove the additive member from operation and get them the proper treatment in hopes of recounting them to society and the Squad as a useful and normal individual.
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
